6.2 Summer starting times: John Perkins posed a question around summer
starting times. In the months of December, January and February the Lycra group
start their rides 1 hour earlier at 8:30 am, to avoid the heat of the day.

The Latte group have a different approach and start their rides 1 hour ealier, if on
the night before a ride, the Melbourne BOM forecast that the temperature will be 33
degrees or above. This has led to some confusion. Peter Gurney will survey Latte
group riders regarding starting times over summer.
